The Huntington’s Disease Memorial Quilts
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BACKGROUND

Members of the Hunt-Dis on-line Huntington's Disease support group initiated a national Huntington's Disease Memorial Quilt project, to honor all loved ones with Huntington's Disease, late in 1999. This was a major undertaking and requests for blocks were sent to HDSA Chapters, HD Support Groups and HD Centers of Excellence as well as from families and friends living with HD.  This request received over-whelming support from HD families across the nation! 

The Quilts are supported and maintained by the Huntington's Disease Convention Scholarship Fund [HDSF]. You can learn more about the HDSF on this website: http://get-me.to/hdsfwebsite. The HDSF’s only function is to help members from any on-line HD community who, due to a financial hardship, are unable to attend a Huntington's Disease Society of America's (HDSA) annual convention.

DISPLAY THE QUILTS AT NEXT YOUR HD EVENTS
The Huntington’s Disease Memorial Quilts are a powerful and beautiful reminder of the terrible impact of Huntington's Disease on all of our lives.  They are available on a loan-basis for any Huntington's Disease fund raiser or awareness event on a "first-asked-first choice" basis.  Any HDSA Chapter, Support Group, Center of Excellence or HD family supporting a HD awareness, educational or fundraiser event may request a Quilt for their event.

The Quilts make a very visible statement to those attending your event. They represent a most poignant and powerful statement of the love, hope and faith of the entire worldwide HD community! There is no cost, except for shipping and insurance, to have one of the Quilts at your next event! Effective January 2006 a UPS shipping & handling and insurance charge must be paid by the requesting location.  See the above instructions.

Attachment: Instructions for Loan & Display of the Quilt for Your HD Event

Loan of the HDSF Huntington’s Disease Memorial Quilts
For Huntington's Disease Awareness and/or Fund Raising Events
Phase I, Phase II and Phase III of the Huntington’s Disease Memorial Quilts are available for loan, from the HDSF, to any HDSA Chapter, Support Group, Center of Excellence or HD family supporting an HD awareness, educational or fund raiser event. 

You may request all Quilts for your event.  However, if there are requests for the Quilts within the same timeframe, one Quilt will be sent to each location. Those borrowing the quilt will be responsible for insured shipping charges associated with transporting the quilt.

To reserve one the Quilts for a Huntington's Disease event please fill out the Loan Application, attached, and mail it per the instructions on the application.  Effective January 2006, there will be a charge to cover the cost of shipping UPS and insuring the Quilt[s].

HD MEMORIAL QUILT DONATION JAR

Although volunteers help assemble each Quilt, the HDSF funds pay for the cost of any material, photographs, bio books, etc. that accompany each Quilt.  Therefore, during your event, the HDSF asks that you have a “Huntington’s Disease Memorial Quilt Donation Jar” displayed by the Quilt.  Donations help defray the cost of maintaining and protecting the Huntington's Disease Memorial Quilts.

Only actual costs for this maintenance is used from any donations received. At the end of each year, any unused funds are donated to HDSF [convention scholarship fund]. Since 2000, this Fund has helped send people from all HD on-line support groups to an HDSA National Convention who, due to financial hardship, would otherwise be unable to attend.

The Quilt will be shipped to you UPS insured unless it is being sent directly to you by another location.  Although priceless, each Quilt is insured for a minimum of $1,000.00. Your organization will be responsible for returning the Quilt and is required to pay all related shipment and insurance costs. Unless otherwise instructed, the Quilt should be returned within 10 working days after your event the above address.



Displaying Instructions
Phase I   Quilt measures 10' by 10' and weighs approximately 15 pounds 
Phase II  Quilt measures 8' by 8' and weighs approximately 10 pounds. 
Phase III Quilt measure 8' by 8' and weighs approximately 10 pounds. 

The poles needed to hang and display the quilts are called "Pipe and Drape set up" that most good hotels or party rental companies can supply. Each set up includes two bases, two upright poles and one cross bar. One set up will be needed for each Quilt we will be displaying.

A small table for the Quilt bio's, guestbook and donation jar will also needed. 

· Signs should be clearly posted near the Quilt stating "Food or Drink Not Allowed Near Quilt" 

· At no time should any part of the Quilt be laid on the floor.

· All displays must be indoors and the area monitored. The Quilt is to be locked up or otherwise protected when display hosts or building security is not available [i.e. over night].

· A Bio Book and Guest book will accompany each Quilt. These are not replaceable.  Visitors sometimes feel the bios are handouts and some have had a tendency to walk off with them.  The requestor is to make every effort to protect them along with the Quilts. 



Media & Donations 

Photographers and reporters have both very touched and impressed when seeing the Huntington's Disease Memorial Quilt. The Quilt is an awesome representation of the devastation this horrible disease has on generations of families, from small children to grandparents. Those displaying the Quilt are encouraged to seek local media coverage not only for your event, but also for the Quilt itself. 

Donations are voluntary and help defray the cost of maintaining the Huntington's Disease Memorial Quilts for potential repairs or cleaning and for any material needed to assemble and protecting all future sections.
